Children with ainisin(自闭症) may Iearn better from robots than from human teachers, according to an experiment at Topeliffe Primary School in Binningham.
Head tcacher Ian Lome said, “The robots have no feelings, so children with autism find it easier to get in touch with the robots than with their teacher.”

He added, “They look like real men, nnd they are very cute. Children with nuiism are hard to coniniunicate wilh adults and with other children, but for some reason they can accept these robots."
The robots are knee-high and move like children. The school is using them to teaching phonics(读音法) and play cards or memory and imitation(模仿) games with children aged from five to ten.
“We do different activities with the robots acting as a model for the children's behaviour. For example, memory games, which get the children to imitate the robots’ movements, can help them become involved and motivatvd in learning." Dr. Guldberg said, “It can be very difficult to get children wilh aulisni to pay attention. Wc are amazed to see how involved they can be when they are working wilh the robots."
She added. “If you cun meet the needs of children with autism, you can meet the needs of all children. When people feel sale and are motivated, they Iearn much better.”
