At East China University of Science and Technology, students will get a coupon (优惠券) if they eat up their food. Students can collect coupons and exchange them for small gifts, such as books, magazines, mobile phone covers and hand warmers.
"It's been such a surprise," said Liang Zhaoyun, 19, a student at the university in Shanghai. “It has given us one more motivation to finish our food.”
The measure is part of a national "eat-up" campaign(行动) which is organized by students to
deal with food waste on campuses(校园).
Why only on campuses, you might ask? Because according to a report by Xinhna News Agency, students waste twice as much food as the national average(平均).
The campaign on campus food waste is receiving attention across the country.
"The goal of the campaign is not only to encourage students to finish their food. We hope it can also encourage students to choose a more environment-friendly and healthy lifestyle," said Tao Siliang, secretary of the Youth League Committee at Shanghai University.
But some school food is poorly prepared, so students do not like to finish it all. Some schools have taken notice of this and they are taking action to improve it.
"I'm glad that we've reduced food waste since the 'eat-up' campaign began. But if we call on students to waste less food, we should also improve the service and food standard on campuses." said Tao.

France and Britain are separated only by the English Channel (called “La Manche” in French – no “English” used there). For hundreds of years, they fought over land.
But in fact, Paris and London are very similar. Both are centers of fashion and the arts. Even their most famous landmarks are a little similar – the Palace of Versailles outside Paris and Buckingham Palace in London, for example.
That’s the trouble – they are as good as each other. As the Daily Mail put it, London and Paris are “head-to-head” in their battle to be No 1.       4

Kimiko Fukuda always wondered what her dog was trying to say．Whenever she put on makeup, it would pull at her coat.
Now, the Japanese girl thinks she knows．When the dog barks, she looks at a small electronic
gadget(小机械)．The following “human” translation appears on its screen：“Please take me with you.”
“I realized that was how he was feeling,” says Fukuda．
The gadget is called Bowlingual, and it translates dog barks into feelings．People laughed when the Japanese toy-maker Takara Company made the world’s first dog-human translation machine in 2015．300, 000 Japanese dog owners bought it．More customers are expected when the English version(版本)is launched this summer．
“Nobody else had thought about it, ” said Masahiko Kajita, who works for Takara．“We spend so much time training dogs to understand our orders; what would it be like if dogs could be understood?”
Bowlingual, one of US Time magazine’s 42 coolest inventions of 2015, has two parts．A
wireless(无线的) microphone is attached to the dog’s collar(项圈), which sends information to the gadget held by the owner．The translation is done in the gadget using a database(数据库)including every kind of bark．
Based on animal behavior research, there are six kinds of dogs' barks：happiness, sadness, frustration(沮丧), anger, declaration and desire．
Each one of these emotions is then linked to a phrase like “Let’s play,” “Look at me,” or “Spend more time with me” . In this way, the database scientifically matches a bark to an emotion, which is then translated into one of 200 phrases．
When a visitor went to Fukuda’s house recently, the dog barked a loud “bow wow”．This is
translated as “Don’t come this way”．It was followed by “I’m stronger than you” as the dog shouted angrily at the visitor．
Up to 100 barks can be put in the gadget and kept there so that the owners can listen to them later. And at the same time, the dogs’ emotions can be recorded when the owner is away.
The product will be on sale in the US pet stores this summer for about US ＄120．
